Addison, TX — Addison Transportation announced that it joined the SmartWay Transport
Partnership, an innovative collaboration between the U.S. Enviromental Protection
Agency (EPA) and the freight industry designed to increase energy efficiency while
significantly reducing greenhouse gases and air pollution.
